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Executive Summary

1 The Government’s Export Education Strategy
 foreshadowed further work by the Ministry of Education on policy issues surrounding the growth of offshore education programmes offered by New Zealand providers. An initial stocktake of offshore activity by New Zealand’s public tertiary education providers has been completed.

2 Responses to the stocktake were received from all public tertiary education providers – a total of 36. An analysis of results shows that:

· 17 of the 36 providers offered offshore programmes alone or in conjunction with offshore partners in 2001.

· A total of 63 programmes were delivered offshore in 2001 – an increase from six in 1997.

· Level of involvement varied greatly – just three institutions accounted for 35 programmes. Many providers offered just one programme offshore.

· The total number of students enrolled in offshore programmes in 2001 can be estimated at 2,200 – an increase from 380 in 1997.

· New Zealand’s offshore programmes in 2001 were concentrated in South-East Asia, China/Hong Kong and the Pacific. Malaysia accounted for the largest number – 15 programmes. This parallels existing and historical international education relationships with New Zealand.

· Although data on year of first intake were incomplete, most offshore programmes commenced recently (ie. 2000 or 2001). One programme has been offered offshore since 1986. 

· Subject matter also varied – Business and Administration, Commerce, Management and Science courses featured often, but vocational/ professional programmes in the fields of Nursing or Medicine, Teaching and the Trades were also delivered offshore.

What is ‘offshore education’?

3 ‘Offshore education’ is a component of ‘export education’. There are a variety of ways in which export education can be defined. The World Trade Organisation (WTO) General Agreement on Trade in Services (GATS), APEC and other international bodies use the following four classifications:

a Consumption abroad, in which the student moves to the country of the supplier to receive education (eg. an international student studying in New Zealand);

b Cross-border supply (or distance education), in which an educational service is provided across borders but without the movement internationally of either student or teacher (eg. an international student enrolled in a ‘correspondence’ or distance course through a New Zealand provider, but studying from their home country);

c Commercial presence, in which the provider establishes a presence in the country in which the student resides, for example through a twinning programme or establishment of an offshore campus; and

d Presence of natural persons, in which the educator moves to the country of residence of the student to provide the service.

4 In practical application, these types of services are often combined. For example, twinning programmes normally involve elements of both ‘commercial presence’ offshore and some ‘consumption abroad’. There may also be an element of provision via distance education (eg. over the Internet or by traditional ‘correspondence’ learning), and staff from the provider country may travel to the student’s country to deliver or assure quality in some of the course. In this sense, the term ‘offshore education’ is used in this report as a short-hand term to encompass all modes of delivery other than ‘consumption abroad’
. 

Purpose of the stocktake

5 The Ministry’s International Policy & Development Unit conducted an initial stocktake of New Zealand’s public tertiary education providers in the area of offshore education using 2001 data. The stocktake results are intended to provide a picture of activity currently being undertaken by New Zealand providers and to assist the Ministry to examine potential for the future and to underpin further policy analysis.

Methodology

6 The stocktake took place from December 2001 to February 2002. All New Zealand public tertiary education providers were surveyed – this includes four Colleges of Education, 21 polytechnics (or institutes of technology), eight universities, and three wananga. In some instances, a telephone conversation was adequate. In most instances, written questionnaires were sent to the International Student Director or equivalent at each institution (copy attached as Appendix A). The Chief Executive, Head of Academic Programmes or Pro-Vice Chancellor with responsibility for international education sometimes took responsibility for answering the questionnaire. Responses related to the 2001 academic year. 

7 Larger Private Tertiary Establishments (PTEs) were initially questioned about their involvement in offshore delivery in 2001. Feedback was positive, but all in relation to ‘future plans’. For this reason, PTEs were not included in the initial stocktake.

8 Responses were received from all 36 public tertiary education providers. Some responses were incomplete and work will continue to follow-up the stocktake with respondents. Given the commercial sensitivity of some of the information requested during the initial stocktake, the identities and specific activities of individual providers are not discussed in this report.

Summary of results

Involvement in offshore delivery

9 Seventeen of 36 public tertiary education providers (or 47 percent) were involved in the delivery of offshore programmes in 2001. 

10 Universities show the main provider involvement in offshore delivery. Seven of eight universities were involved as opposed to nine of 21 polytechnics/institutes of technology and one of four Colleges of Education. Wananga were not involved in offshore education delivery.

Mode of delivery

11 As discussed earlier, there are a variety of ways by which offshore education programmes can be delivered. The initial stocktake focussed on three modes of delivery:

a distance education;

b campus-based teaching offshore; or

c a combination of campus-based teaching and distance education.

12 Distance education can be an important component of the provision of offshore education and is becoming a major international business, expanding together with the growth of so-called ‘e-commerce’.

13 Responses in relation to mode of delivery were received for 62 of the 63 offshore programmes. Twenty-six programmes were delivered through campus-based teaching offshore, 20 programmes were delivered entirely by distance education and 16 programmes were delivered through a combination of campus-based teaching offshore and distance education. Respondents stated that 12 of the 63 programmes delivered entirely by distance education could potentially be delivered ‘world-wide’ due to their mode of delivery.

14 Of all programmes involving campus-based teaching offshore, only one respondent stated that capital costs were involved in establishing the programme. In all other cases, respondents stated that these sorts of costs were met by the partner institution. Most programmes involved a portion of New Zealand-based staff time (either from New Zealand or in the country of delivery), but actual hours and numbers of staff involved were provided only by a small number of respondents.

Offshore education by distance – the E-Learning Advisory Group

15 A cautious comparison can be drawn between the offshore education stocktake results and those from a questionnaire on e-learning capability undertaken by the Ministry on behalf of the E-Learning Advisory Group. The results of the questionnaire demonstrate that a number of e-learning developments are underway in tertiary education providers in New Zealand. These include on-line tutorials, dual-mode campus-based courses and courses that are entirely web-delivered. At present, however, these initiatives are primarily domestically focussed.

16 Providers were asked whether they had any collaborative arrangements for e-learning with any other provider internationally. Of the 33 out of 36 providers responding to the questionnaire, 11 providers (three universities, six polytechnics or institutes of technology and two colleges of education) had these kind of arrangements with another provider internationally. 

17 The e-learning capability questionnaire focussed purely on distance education provision. This initial stocktake looked not only at distance education, but at offshore education as a whole.

Offshore programmes by region and by country

18 New Zealand’s offshore delivery is primarily focussed in South-East Asia, China/Hong Kong and the Pacific. Thirty-one of 63 programmes were delivered in Asia (with the largest proportion delivered in Malaysia). Sixteen programmes were delivered in the Pacific Islands and Australia. 

19 This pattern echoes New Zealand’s existing or past international education relationships. Asia was both the main source of public tertiary foreign fee-paying (FFP) students studying onshore in New Zealand in 2001 and the site of most of New Zealand public tertiary providers’ offshore programmes. China, Hong Kong SAR, Malaysia, Thailand and Singapore accounted for the majority of these programmes.

20 New Zealand universities offered the most offshore programmes of public tertiary providers in 2001. Level of involvement varied greatly – just three institutions accounted for 35 of 63 programmes – two universities (24 programmes) and one polytechnic/institute of technology (11 programmes). Many providers offered just one programme offshore. 

Offshore programmes by level of award

21 The level of programmes offered offshore in 2001 was relatively evenly spread between post-secondary, undergraduate and postgraduate study. One third of programmes offered offshore (21 out of 63) were towards post-secondary sub-degree qualifications. Just over one third of programmes (25 out of 61) were towards under-graduate qualifications. Slightly under a third of programmes (17 out of 61) were towards post-graduate qualifications.

Student numbers

22 Not all respondents to the initial stocktake provided details of the number of students enrolled in offshore programmes. Responses in relation to student numbers were received for 42 of the 63 offshore programmes.

23 The total number of students enrolled in these 42 offshore programmes in 2001 was 1,472. The average number of students enrolled in those offshore programmes was, therefore, 35 students per programme. However, one programme had 304 students enrolled in 2001 and several programmes had less than ten students.

24 If we assume that the average number of students enrolled in offshore programmes can be extrapolated across all offshore programmes, then we can estimate the total number of students enrolled in offshore programmes with New Zealand public tertiary providers in 2001 at approximately 2,200.

25 Offshore programme subject matter varied. Business Administration, Commerce and Management courses featured often, but vocational/professional programmes in the fields of Nursing or specialised Medicine, Teaching and the Trades were also delivered offshore.

Economic and strategic benefit

26 The initial stocktake did not provide direct data on revenue earned by offshore programmes and the number of students per programme described above cannot be easily converted into monetary values. However, international experience suggests that financial benefit to the provider tends to be lower per student for offshore than for home campus-based education. This is due to a range of factors including the need to set fees competitively in the local market, the additional investment required and/or profit-sharing with the local partner institution. In the case of some twinning programmes, there may be no net financial benefit to the New Zealand provider at all until the student enrols as an international student in New Zealand.

27 Nevertheless, international literature indicates that the generation of an additional and more diverse revenue stream is still the highest motivating factor for establishing an offshore programme. Other reasons include increasing profile and recognition, internationalising the curriculum, complementing international student programmes onshore, providing another recruitment channel bringing international students to onshore campuses, and building the capacity of an offshore partner. The indirect strategic or economic benefits of offshore programmes – such as internationalisation of the curriculum or creating greater recognition of the ‘New Zealand brand’ - cannot be easily quantified but are nonetheless real.

Historical comparisons

28 In 1998, the Ministry commissioned a stocktake of internationalisation strategies in New Zealand tertiary institutions based on 1997 data
. Offshore education did not make up a major part of the 1997 stocktake. However, the stocktake did find that six tertiary institutions maintained offshore campuses or twinning programmes. Four offshore programmes were in Malaysia and two in Australia. In 1997, there were 380 students enrolled in these offshore programmes. 

29 We can see rapid growth in the provision of offshore programmes by public tertiary providers in the last few years – from six providers involved in 1997 to 17 in 2001, and from 380 student enrolments in 1997 to an estimated 2,200 in 2001.

International comparisons

Canada

30 In 1999, a survey by the Association of Universities and Colleges of Canada (AUCC)
 found that 42 percent of 82 responding institutions were actively engaged in the export of educational services and products (which included ‘offshore education’). Export of educational services and products from Canadian universities was ‘literally world-wide’, with most frequent mention of Asia (China, Hong Kong SAR, Japan and Malaysia), the Caribbean, Franco-phone Africa and Latin America.

31 The Canadian survey differentiated between academic and training programmes. Canadian universities offered a total of 268 ‘academic’ programmes offshore in 1999. Distance education programmes were the most popular form of offshore delivery (155 programmes). The second most frequently delivered offshore programmes were those jointly developed and delivered by Canadian and local instructors (50 programmes). Eighty-seven ‘training’ programmes were offered offshore by Canadian universities in 1999. These were primarily developed and delivered using only Canadian instructors (35 programmes). One institution alone offered 20 of the 35 training programmes, and overall the number of institutions involved was very small.

Australia

32 Official statistics from the Department of Education, Science and Technology (DEST) show that in 2000, the number of overseas students enrolled in Australian higher education institutions offshore was 34,905
. Thirty-eight of 43 higher education institutions enrolled students in offshore programmes in 2000. A survey by the Australian Vice-Chancellors’ Committee (AVCC) shows that at May 2001, Australian universities had 1,009 offshore programmes offered in conjunction with overseas education institutions
. 

33 Singapore, Malaysia and Hong Kong accounted for the largest proportion of students enrolled with Australian higher education institutions offshore. While the majority of these students studied on-campus, a significant number studied via distance education.

United Kingdom

34 Although many UK universities provide courses offshore, usually in partnership with national institutions, no statistics on the student numbers involved are collected nationally. A report entitled The Business of Borderless Education: UK Perspectives
 quotes a survey undertaken in 1997 which estimated the number of international students studying under ‘overseas collaborative link’ arrangements at 120,000.

35 In 1997, British universities had established offshore programmes in 69 countries – Hong Kong, Malaysia and Singapore dominated the market outside of the European Union. China was also noted as a fast emerging major market, with over 8,000 students enrolled on UK university degree and diploma courses in 1997. However, the overall geographical distribution of offshore programmes at British universities in 1997 was global, with students in Eastern and Western Europe, Africa and the Middle East, as well as Asia and the Americas.

Initial broad-brush comparative analysis

36 Internationally, Australia, Canada and the UK have all reported on the on-going growth in offshore delivery in their countries over the last four years.

37 New Zealand public tertiary education providers exhibited roughly the same percentage of activity in offshore education in 2001 as their Canadian university counterparts a couple of years earlier – just under half were involved in ‘offshore education’ in some way. However, had the Canadian survey included non-university tertiary providers, their percentage of provider involvement would arguably have been lower than for New Zealand.

38 Eighty-eight percent of Australian universities offered at least one offshore programme in 2000. While this compares to only 45 percent of New Zealand public tertiary providers in general, if we focus solely on universities, 88 percent of New Zealand universities also offered at least one offshore programme in 2001. Australian providers offered an average of 23 offshore programmes each in 2000. New Zealand providers offered an average of one-two offshore programmes in 2001.

39 In sheer numbers, the UK was well ahead of New Zealand and Australia, with three times the number of offshore students four years ago (120,000) as that of Australia in 2000 (34,905). However, on a per capita basis, Australia’s offshore activity was competitive with the UK. Both countries are well ahead of New Zealand in terms of numbers of students enrolled (an estimated 2,200) and on a per capita basis.

40 Caution should be exercised when comparing the above offshore student numbers with international student numbers onshore. In New Zealand's case, general population, total student population and onshore figures provide a "snapshot" as at 31 July 2001, while data from the stocktake is cumulative for the whole year 2001.
Opportunities for further analysis

41 The information presented in this report provides an overview of the offshore education situation for New Zealand’s public tertiary providers in 2001. There is scope for further analysis of the data collected and for a more detailed comparison between the situation in New Zealand and that in our export education competitor countries such as Australia, Canada and the United Kingdom. Both the information presented in this report and any further analysis undertaken will be utilised by the Ministry in future development of export education policy.
