Explanatory Notes

1 This standard is derived from the Technology in the New Zealand Curriculum; Learning Media, Ministry of Education, 1995; Level 8 and Hangarau i roto i te Marautanga o Aotearoa, Te Tähuhu o te Mätauranga, 1999.

2 It is expected that students presenting evidence for this Scholarship standard will have completed a major project(s) that draws predominantly on the knowledge and skills outlined in the Level 3 achievement standards.

3 Students must produce evidence, that meet the Scholarship criteria, in a report. This evidence must be based on their technological experiences in developing a technological outcome(s).

4 Synthesis and integration refer to the ability to bring together knowledge, skills, ideas and methods from different sources to advance one’s practice.

5 Critical reflection requires students to undertake a comprehensive analysis that evaluates information, understandings and practices that affect the development of technological outcomes.

6 A range of technological experiences may include such things as:

· undertaking technological practice to develop technological outcomes

· developing and critiquing case studies

· debating technological issues

· undertaking observations

· using technology

· generating new knowledge.

7 Enterprising incorporates attributes such as perseverance, resourcefulness, initiative, imagination and willingness to push boundaries.

8 In identifying and exploring the complexities of a situation, students will identify, analyse and integrate multiple variables, some of which conflict. Variables include such things as: 

· stakeholder issues

· organisation and management issues

· resource issues.

9 With reference to that of others requires students to inform their own practice by analysing and critiquing the practice of other technologists, including their peers, within a range of contexts.

10 Elegance refers to such attributes as: ingenuity, simplicity, polish, and optimisation.

11 Originality refers to attributes such as: inventiveness, innovation, and unconventionality.
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
