TRADES ACADEMY

Trades academies focus on delivering trades and technology programmes to secondary students based on partnerships between schools, tertiary institutions, industry training organisations and employers. 

Students in Years 11 to 13, interested in a career in trades or technology, are able to achieve NCEA 2 while studying towards a nationally transferable tertiary qualification at level 2 or 3. 

The establishment of trades academies across New Zealand provides the opportunity for secondary education to more directly meet local trade and industry needs through an enhanced secondary-tertiary interface.
Trades academies provide co-ordinated and individual programmes to enrolled students that:

· include relevant in-school and out of school qualifications and experiences; 

· links to their career aspirations; and

· support them to succeed.

Process

1. Applications close 5:00 p.m., Friday, 1 July, 2011.

2. Shortlisting and analysis of applications by Ministry of Education.

3. Ministry of Education reports to the Minister.

4. Minister of Education approves new Lead Providers for 2012 – July 2011.

Initial Shortlisting

Initial shortlisting will be based on the following criteria:

· the ability of the proposal to strengthen the existing trades academy network and address areas of need

· clear and relevant links to current government strategies, especially Tertiary Education Strategy, Ka Hikitia, Pasifika Education Plan, Success for All (Special Education Needs)
· current performance as a provider including the ability to fund and resource the academy through existing funding streams and utilising existing community resources and facilities.

Selection Criteria

The following evaluation criteria will be used, along with the shortlisting criteria, to determine which applicants will be recommended to the Minister of Education for recognition as lead providers:

· clear purpose and outcomes

· partnership arrangements which enhance and strengthen the secondary – tertiary interface

· the capacity to develop integrated curriculum based programmes which ensure students are able to complete NCEA level 2 and  include efficient pathways to other nationally transferable qualifications

· clearly considered and viable partnerships with other secondary and/or tertiary organisations

The Ministry of Education may also request additional information to confirm that applicants have the capacity to develop:

· robust, practical governance, administration and management arrangements 

· strong  student welfare arrangements and commitment to ensure student engagement

These factors will be key components of the establishment which successful applicant will be required to prepare in order to gain final recognition and approval.
