PROPRIETORS





For capital works through quarterly bulk funding (per pupil based). 





This funding is sometimes called major maintenance





Proprietors call the funding “Policy One” money.





Proprietors are responsible for funding all other capital works, from attendance dues





On a discretionary basis for the capital cost of expanding existing schools and the establishment of new schools.





Proprietors call the funding “Policy Two” money.





Funds the capital cost of growth that the Ministry would otherwise have to fund in full state schools. 





Demand is based on the Ministry’s own area strategies which include demand projections relative to accommodation capacity in both the state and state integrated school sectors.





As they would for all state schools:


regular maintenance (based on integrated square metres)


furniture and equipment
