PARTIES

(“the Host school”)
WHEREAS
A
The Host school is that to which the Teen Parent Unit is attached. The Host school  wishes to use a classroom / number of classrooms / facility [delete as appropriate] on the Base school site (“the Teen Parent unit”) as set out on the Plan attached to the First Schedule of this Memorandum of Understanding.

B
The Base school has agreed to permit the Host school to occupy the Teen Parent unit for the purposes as set out in this Memorandum.

E.
The parties wish to record in this Memorandum of Understanding various undertakings and understandings in relation to the Teen Parent unit.

THE PARTIES’ UNDERSTANDINGS

1
Term

This Memorandum records the parties’ understanding that it shall commence on ______________(the date of execution of the Memorandum by the parties) and cancelled in the manner as provided for in this Memorandum.

2
Payments

The parties record that the Host school will pay the amounts to the Base school as negotiated by the parties for the Outgoings as set out in the Second Schedule to this Memorandum.

3
Purpose

The parties record that the purpose of the Teen Parent unit is as follows: 

(i) to provide specialised education for teen parents enrolled at the Host school, in an environment which addresses risks of under participation and under achievement; 

(ii) to provide learning environments and facilities which cater for the needs of young children and babies; 

(iii) to provide staff guidance and support, and peer support for teen parents.

(iv) [add any other matters that the parties may wish to record under this heading]

4 Enrolments

The parties acknowledge that the enrolment of the students at the Teen Parent unit is the responsibility of the principal of the Host school, subject to the approval of the Ministry of Education in terms of section 9 of the Education Act 1989.

5
Maintenance

(i)
The Base school will include the Teen Parent unit in its 10-Year Property Plan and in this context treat the accommodation no differently from  any other it is responsible for in terms of its Property Occupancy Document (POD) obligations. The Base school will ensure that the supply of gas or electricity, telephone, and water (delete/add as appropriate) to the Teen Parent unit is maintained during the term of this Memorandum.

6
Acknowledgements

The parties acknowledge as follows:

(i) The Host school will be responsible for all employment issues related to staff appointed at the Teen Parent unit.

(ii) Staff in charge of the Teen Parent unit will be responsible for keeping the daily attendance records of students in the unit.

(iii) The enrolment record of the students at the Teen Parent unit will be kept by the principal of the Host school.  A copy of the record may be made available to the principal of the Host school on request.

(iv) Parents of students at the Teen Parent unit will be advised of their progress by the principal of the Host school in accordance with the school’s charter, and the relevant provisions of the Education Act 1989.

(v) The Host school has signed a memorandum of Agreement with the Ministry of Education for all non-property matters relating to the Teen Parent Unit.

7 Mutual Undertakings

The parties undertake as follows:

(i) To use all reasonable endeavours to ensure that matters under their respective control do not cause any breach of the memorandum.

(ii) To report all significant matters having a direct bearing on the Memorandum to the other party as soon as matters occur.

(iii) To treat the Teen Parent unit as part of the Host school, and recognise the independence of the Base school while acknowledging the relationship between them arises pursuant to this Memorandum.

8 Cancellation

Either party may cancel this Memorandum by giving the other party not less then three months notice of cancellation.

9 Variation

The parties may vary this Memorandum of Understanding in writing. Such variation shall be read together with and form part of this Memorandum.

10 Arbitration
The parties acknowledge that this Memorandum simply records their understanding of the undertakings and will not give rise to any contractual relationship.  Accordingly if any dispute arises as to the arrangement recorded in this Memorandum it will be amicably resolved by the respective authorised representatives of the parties without recourse to formal arbitration.  If the parties are unable to resolve the dispute amicably, the dispute will be referred to the authorised representative of the Secretary for Education for a final ruling which the parties agree will be binding on them.

Entire Understandings

This Memorandum and the Schedules attached to it constitute the entire understandings and undertakings of the parties, and no variation thereto shall be effective between the parties unless expressly reduced to writing and executed in the same manner as for this Memorandum.

Notices
Any notice required to be given under this Memorandum shall be given under the hand of any authorised representative of the parties.
