 Students informed of safe behaviours in pools

 Disciplinary protocols strictly enforced when safe behaviours are ignored by students

 Plan in place to supervise children out of the pool, without being distracted from tending to swimmers

 Ensure student/teacher ratio is adequate. Set ratio as part of protocol

 Teachers to wear clothing that will not endanger them if a water rescue is necessary

 Staff to be trained in pool maintenance. There are one and two day courses. Contact the local city council to contact course provider.
 By October 2002, comply with  NZS Standard 5826:2000 – Pool Water Quality

 Chemicals to be stored so incompatibles are kept separate.  

 Chemicals stored in original containers

 Shelving to have a lip on it

 Chemicals to be stored with has no act in mind – labelling, etc

 Use personal protective equipment when working with chemicals – gloves, mask

 Ensure personal protective equipment is stored and maintained correctly

 Lock chemicals away when not in use

 Authorised staff only to have access to chemical storage facility 

 Keep training of pool operator current

 Staff trained in safe working procedures and correct mixing and handling of chemicals

 Comply with The Hazardous Substances and New Organisms Act 1996.

 Never leave the granulated chlorine container in an area where it can heat up. This can cause it to explode.

 Never allow liquid inside the granulated chlorine container as this can cause a chemical reaction leading to an explosion.

 Develop procedures to keep the staff member from coming in contact with the material – eg gloves on hand and using designated scoop

 Use a body spills kit when attending to injured/ill person

 Have clear procedures for disposing of bodily waste

 Clean up procedures require disinfection
